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Grantville Volunteer Fire Company

CONSTITUTION
ARTICLE I:  Name

This Company shall be known as the Grantville Volunteer Fire Company.

ARTICLE II:  Objective

The purpose of the Grantville Volunteer Fire Company shall be the protection of lives and property.  The primary function shall be the prevention, control, and extinguishment of fires and to provide rescue and emergency medical services within East Hanover Township, Dauphin County, Pennsylvania.


The secondary function shall be to provide mutual aid assistance to surrounding communities.

ARTICLE III:  Membership

Any person, regardless of race, creed, color, sex, or national origin, meeting the minimum age requirement, and having applied for and been approved by the Company, shall be considered a member.


Membership shall be as follows:

a. Voting members shall be those members who attend the minimum

number of required meetings or events to be considered a member

for voting purposes.  Their dues are paid and current.

b. Non-voting members are those members who pay their dues to

belong to the Company to provide support for the Company.  These

members may be one who participates in events but does not 

participate in the required number of meetings or events to be

considered a voting member of the Company.

c. Those who do not keep their dues current and paid will be dropped

from the rolls of the Company at the end of the second year of

unpaid dues.

ARTICLE IV:  Officers

There shall be a Board of three (3) Trustees.  The officers shall be as follows:

President, Vice President, Treasurer, Recording Secretary, Membership Secretary, Chaplain, Fire Chief, Deputy Fire Chief, Assistant Fire Chief, Chief Engineer, Assistant Engineer, Quartermaster, Quick Response Squad Captain, and Fire Police Captain.  These officers shall be elected annually at the November meeting.  All officers shall assume their offices on January 1 after election in November.  Trustees will serve for three (3) years, one (1) elected and one (1) retired annually.

ARTICLE V:  Organization

There are two (2) subdivisions within the Grantville Volunteer Fire Company.

A. The Fire Department of the Grantville Volunteer Fire Company

B. The Ladies’ Auxiliary of the Grantville Volunteer Fire Company

ARTICLE VI:  Meetings

The regular Company meeting shall be held in the fire station on the second Thursday of each month and shall come to order at 1900 hours.


Ten (10) members assembled at the place and time as designated shall constitute a quorum, and in all transactions a majority vote of these members shall govern, unless otherwise directed by the Company By-Laws.


The order of business shall be conducted as per Article IV, Section 5 of the Company By-Laws.


The meeting in December shall be designated as the annual meeting.

ARTICLE VII:  Amendments

This Constitution, or any part there of, may be altered and/or amended, providing that a proposition to that effect shall have been submitted in writing, posted, and read at three (3) consecutive, regular Company meetings, and having been approved by a two-third (2/3) majority vote.
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
